
SELF DRIVE INSTRUCTIONS
Allow 1 hour travel time from Broome.

• Travel out of Broome along the Broome 
– Derby Road (Great Northern Hwy) for 
9km

• Turn left into the Cape Leveque Road 
• Travel along Cape Leveque Road for 

14.4km (the last 2km are unsealed)
• Turn Left into Manari Road
• Travel along Manari Road for 5km 
• Turn left into Willie Creek Road 2.3km 
• Follow signs and red discs into Willie

CAUTION  High tides can affect access to the 
Pearl Farm. If you are unfamiliar with Broome 
Tides, please check with our office before driving 
to the farm. Weather can cause road closure or 
the need for alternative access tracks to be used.

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SCENIC HELICOPTER 
FLIGHTS

Once you have driven to the Pearl Farm you might like 
to take the time to enjoy a flight over stunning Willie 
Creek. Short scenic flights from five minutes to half-
an-hour give you an exhilarating birds-eye perspective 
of this tidal creek.  The estuary is continually changing  
and its appearance varies dramatically with the ebb  
and flow of tides of up to 10 metres.

Alternative Tracks
During the months of 
December through to 
April Broome experiences  
spectacular wet season 
storms and summer rains. 
In the event of  a downpour 
we have an alternative ‘blue 
dot’ track that can be used 
to access the pearl farm. 
Please check which track 
to use when booking your 
self-drive tour.
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Enjoy the outback scenery on your 
way to Willie Creek - 17kms of the 
38km trip is on dirt road like this. 
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
